ESS 345 - Basic Reading and Vocabulary Development is a reading course divided into three areas of study.  The first part, study skills, helps students get the most from their textbook using pre-reading and note taking strategies.  Many students think their inability to successfully understand assigned readings is due to poor memory when, in fact, they need to understand how to become an active reader and then utilize strategies that are taught.  The second portion of the course focuses on various skills needed for reading comprehension, such as, reading for main ideas and facts, determining fact from opinion, and making an inference.  The final portion of ESS 345 focuses on vocabulary development by learning the meanings of a number of word parts including roots, prefixes and suffixes.
