Swine Flu Outbreak Status:

This afternoon the campus was notified that two cases of H1N1 were identified in the City of Irvine. They involved an 18 year old University High student and a 26 year old male.  In both cases, the patients are recovering.  The commonality is that both had recently been to Mexico.  The high school has decided to remain open at this time.  Additional information indicates that there may be more Orange County cases that are being investigated as the H1N1 virus. 

The status at IVC remains the same at this time.  We will continue to monitor the situation and report any updated information to the campus community as it is received from OCHCA and through regular communications with the County and City regarding this health emergency.
Mitigating Flu Risk:

Normal influenza precautions are recommended at this time. To mitigate the risk of being infected, or infecting others, take the following steps:

· Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze.  Throw the tissue in the trash after it is used and wash your hands.

· Wash your hands often with soap and water, especially after you cough or sneeze.  Alcohol-based hand sanitizers containing 60% or more alcohol are also effective.

· Minimize close contact with sick people.

If you or a member of your family gets sick with influenza, stay home from work or school, limit contact with others unless you need to visit your physician.
