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As of Friday, 05/08/09, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) reported 1,639 confirmed and over 849 probable human cases of 2009 H1N1 influenza in 41 states.  The World Health Organization (WHO) reports 2,371 cases in 24 countries. 

California has a total of 337 cases which include 128 confirmed and 209 probable cases.  This includes four probable cases among health care workers and one confirmed case in a state prison.  In California, 16 cases have been reported as having been hospitalized.  California has not experienced any fatalities from H1N1. There have been two fatalities reported nationwide. The situation seems to be stabilizing.
