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Per the California Department of Public Health (CDPH), as of May 18, 2009, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) reported 5,123 confirmed human cases of Novel Influenza A (H1N1) in 47 states and the District of Columbia. There have been five fatalities reported nationwide. Most confirmed cases of Novel Influenza A (H1N1) in the United States remain mild. The World Health Organization (WHO) reports that 8,829 cases of Novel Influenza A (H1N1) have been confirmed in 40 countries, including 74 deaths.
