Required
prerequisite courses must have a cumulative GPA
of at least 2.8, and with no grade less than a “C".
All transfer students are strongly advised to
complete as many preparatory courses as
possible for their major before enrolling at UC
Davis. To be a competitive applicant, you must
have a minimum transfer overall GPA

range of 2.8 or higher. Preparing well for the
major helps students move efficiently toward
graduation.
